2 PhD Studentships in Early Phase Trial Design and Analysis

Applications are invited for two PhD studentships, funded by the Medical Research Council (MRC), as part of the North West Hub for Trial Methodology Research (NWHTMR).  Led by Professor Paula Williamson, the NWHTMR is a collaboration between the Universities of Liverpool, Lancaster and Bangor, involving experts in medical statistics, clinical trial methodology, pharmacoeconomics, sociology and clinical psychology.

The first studentship, based at Lancaster University under the supervision of Professor Anne Whitehead, is on Bayesian designs for phase I studies in cancer.  The second, based at  Bangor University under the supervision of Dr Dyfrig Hughes, is on clinical trial simulation and economic evaluation during early-phase drug development.  

Funding is available for students to take the one-year MSc course in Statistics at Lancaster University, prior to embarking on either of these 3 year PhD programmes. The studentships are available to UK and EU applicants. UK citizens receive tuition fees and an annual stipend (starting at ?12,940 p.a.); EU citizens are normally only eligible for tuition fees. A start date of 1 October 2009 is expected.
