The Centre for Global Health is seeking a candidate with: 

· A good working knowledge of, and Masters level training in, one or more of the following areas: health economics, health financing, health policy and health systems 

· Work experience and interest in low and middle income countries 

· Ability to work independently and in a team to deadline 

· Teaching experience within a University context 

· Research experience in the health sector in low and middle income countries 

Ideally the candidate will also possess: 

· A PhD in health economics, financing, policy or systems 

· Familiarity with course/curriculum development 

· Familiarity with web-based training software and distance learning teaching 

The successful candidate will be supervised directly by Dr Steve Thomas as the TCD PI on the “Connecting health Research in Africa and Ireland Consortium” (ChRAIC) project. Input will also be given from other CGH staff depending on the specific activity. 

The principle task of the successful candidate will be to develop on-line modules in (i) health economics and health financing and (ii) health policy and systems for a post-graduate audience. This will involve: 

· adapting and supplementing material from the existing Masters in Global Health 

· liaising with CGH lecturing staff and TCD web-based teaching personnel 

· reviewing other web-based, distance learning teaching programmes and tools 

· piloting materials with students 

Other tasks will relate to relevant research on the ChRAIC project helping the programme countries with their research reviews and/or developing ChRAIC research around one of the three research themes: (i) human resources, (ii) access and equity and (iii) governance. In addition the candidate will be expected to conduct some post-graduate teaching, supervision and mentoring. The split between these activities will be approximately: 50% for the on-line modules; 30% for research and 20% for postgraduate teaching duties. 

This post is a one year contract - but can be offered as a longer contract on a part-time basis, dependant on the availability of the preferred candidate
